Step1
Describing the class pisces;
These are fishes. 
Fishes have a skeleton made of cartilage e.g the shark
Others like tilapia have a skeleton made of bone. Other examples include nile perch, lungfish, rayfish and dogfish
Step 2
Discussing the general characteristics of the class pisces;
· presence of fins for locomotion
· two chambered heart
· presence of overlapping scales
· presence of gills or operculum for gaseous exchange
· presence of lateral line for protection
· streamlined body
· poikilothermic (body temperature varies with that of environment)
· body covered by scales
· they do not possess middle external ear
