· Deep litter
· Battery cage system

· extensive, 
· semi intensive 
· intensive systems

The choice of the system to use depends on the following factors.
· Land availability
· Labour availability
· Capital
· Security
· Market
· Availability of appropriate equipment
· Topography of the land to facilitate easy drainage
· Knowledge of the farmer.
Step 3
Describing the requirement for the free range rearing system;
Free Range/Extensive system
Birds are allowed to move freely in a fenced ground that has a house to provide shelter at night and during the rainy seasons. The laying nests are also put in the house. Feed and water troughs are placed outside but should be protected against rain.
